Questions and Answers from Connie:
What is your answer when someone says, “they do not want to spay/neuter”? 
Betterment of the breed should be a big part of your answer.  Every breeding - in this world of overpopulation of dogs – should be with the intent of producing the best dog that can be produced.  As a breeder, don’t you breed for good temperament?  Do you health test and breed only the healthiest and best dogs you have?  How about confirmation?  Do you breed for a dog that you would be proud to put in the show ring?  So you breed this wonderful litter and you can’t keep them all so you sell the others.  Each puppy that comes from your lines will be a representative of your lines.  If it procreates, then those puppies will also be a representative of your lines whether they are papered or not.  
How will you feel when someone you sold a pet puppy to, produces a litter of puppies from some dog down the street.  All your work of testing, showing and planning for the betterment of the breed has now been compromised.  They can advertise those puppies as from Championship bloodlines and even without papers they can point back to you.  
Or how would you feel if one of your babies, babies was sold to a puppy mill – where the dogs are basically breeding machines?  Or even a back farm breeder who breeds only for profit and produces massive amounts of puppies without regard to their quality.   
So next time someone asks about a breeding dog, tell them that you do not normally sell for breeding and that breeding commands a commitment to the breed, a much larger price for the puppy and certain requirements must be met. For example: a Grand Championship must be obtained before the dog may be bred and papers are released to the new owner.  Seems hard but think of the alternatives.
